Annual Regatta 26th and 27th June 2010

The second race Simon and Jaki won comfortably from 13485, sailed by Derek and Mary May.
The Enterprises were to have a much more exciting time with a capsize and a demasting during the course of the day. 23218 sailed by Phil Chambers and crewed by Oliver Jenkins gained first place in both races with the runners up in both races being 23162, sailed Jane Chambers.
There was a very good entry for the Handicap class and a Comet, 209 sailed by Peter Skingley was to take the honours in the first race and despite being first on the water lost out in the second race on handicap to a Signet, 368 sailed by Richard Cannon from Aquarius Sailing Club.

 The Sunday was to see a postponement of the first race hoping for more breeze to set in. Despite the lack of wind the turnout had increased to 34 boats. 
The Merlins had Hywel Perkins this time being closely challenged by his son Hywel jnr in 1911 crewed Sadie Anderson, with Rob Heath close behind.
The GP14’s had 13172 Simon Girven carry on where he left off on the Saturday with two comfortable wins. The third race being taken by 10737 Kevin and Maddy Anderson followed home by Stuart Jenkins.
The Enterprises had Phil Chambers win the first and gain a second in the next race whilst Jane Chambers secured two seconds and a third. 20924, with John Hollands gaining two firsts and a third in his three outings.
